4. After searching, the main installer window will pop up. Click on the MAC that matches the
one labeled on the bottom of your device to connect to the Network Camera via Internet
Explorer.

Then, unplug the power cable and
Ethernet cable from the Network Camera.

7. Replug the power cable to the camera. The Network Camera will now operate in wireless
mode.

1. SSID, abbreviated from Service Set |dentifier, is the name assigned to the wireless
network. The IP7134 factory SSID setting is set to "default".

2. Select "Ad-Hoc" wireless mode if you want the IP7134 to communicate without using an
AP or wireless router.
